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Let a Rule be issued calling upon the opposite parties to 

show cause as to why the quashment of the judgment and order 

dated 25.07.2023 passed by the learned Additional Sessions 

Judge, 3
rd

 Court, Sylhet in Criminal Revision No. 150 of 2023 

allowing the revision set aside the judgment and order of 

acquittal passed by the learned Joint Sessions Judge, Sylhet in 

Sessions Case No. 543 of 2022 arising out of Kanaighat C. R. 

Case No. 79 of 2022 under Section 138 of the Negotiable 

Instrument Act, 1881 and also directed the Trial Court by taking 

Additional evidence delivered fresh judgment within 01 (one) 

month should not be quashed and/or pass such other or further 

order or orders as to this Court may seem fit and proper.   

The Rule is made returnable within 6 (six) weeks from 

date.  

         Pending hearing of the Rule, let all further proceedings of 



Sessions Case No. 543 of 2022 arising out of Kanaighat C. R. 

Case No. 79 of 2022 be stayed till disposal of the Rule as far as 

the petitioner is concerned.
